Beginning in the early 1970’s, Kelly competed as 
a soloist to the professional level, and she also  
competed with numerous pipe bands throughout 
Canada, the USA and in Scotland, acquiring several 
awards including North American Championship 
and Champion Supreme. 
 
In addition to competing, Kelly has piped for
weddings, funerals, various social events, concerts, 
benefits and for Highland dancers.

Kelly is a member of the Celtic-Folk band,  
McPherson’s Rant, with whom she also plays the 
small Walsh pipes and various Irish whistles.

Kelly offers private piping lessons to students of all 
ages, from beginner to seasoned piper. 

In order to get started, all you need is a practice 
chanter, a reed and motivation.    

Kelly has starter kits available for rent or to 
purchase.  These kits include a practice chanter, a 
reed, a College of Piping Book and an instructional 
CD.  

A unique feature available to Kelly’s students is 
on-line video tutoring, which will act as a 24-hour 
teacher reviewing some of the previously taught 
lessons.  The benefits include increased motivation, 
direction for more effective practising and a visual 
example to promote proper fingering techniques. Although Kelly resides in the Niagara Region, 

she is also available to travel outside the area, 
including into the United States.
